The Board may impose conditions on the variance, including limiting the variance to the duration of the disability lives in the dwelling.  For the purposes of this subsection, a disability has the same meaning as a physical or mental handicap under 5 M.R.S.A. §4553 and the term “structures necessary for access to or egress from the dwelling” is defined to include, but is not limited to, ramps, lifts, railings, walls or roof systems necessary for the safety, accessibility or effectiveness of the dwelling.
