
Dear Richmond Residents,  

òWhat have we done all year?ó 

Twelve months have flown by, and 

every day seems busier than the 

day before. The majority of this 

year has been dedicated to finan-

cial management, organizational 

development, regional cooperation 

and safeguarding the Townõs inter-

ests. 
 

Our Town employees continue to 

find creative ways to do more with 

less with remarkable dedication to 

their jobs. All Town departments 

meet weekly and discuss any new 

areas where we may reduce ex-

penses. This year Public Works 

and Town Office staff adopted a (4) 

four day (10) ten hour a day work 

week. This modification has re-

duced electrical, heating and cool-

ing expenses at the public works 

garage and the town office. In ad-

dition Darryl Sterling, Economic 

Development Director for our 

Town coordinated an energy audit 

and submitted an application to 

the Midcoast Council of Govern-

ments to replace 30 year old win-

dows and doors with efficient doors 

and windows that meet energy 

star standards.  The Town Office 

will also be replacing the 30 year 

old heating, cooling system and 

the domestic hot water tank. Dar-

rylõs good work resulted in the 

Town receiving a grant of $ 

20,400 for the project.  In an at-

tempt to keep on top of evolving 

technology, while also saving tax-

payer dollars the Finance Depart-

ment, Laurie Boucher, Sharon 

Woodward and Judy Savage are 

working on converting the towns 

financial records and electronic 

services from MUNIS to TRIO 

resulting in significant savings.  

As we look ahead to the coming 

year, our budget challenges will 

continue. Our options will be lim-

ited:  

Cut back on some Town                                    

services we now provide, or  

Raise our property taxes, or  

Some of both 

Can we be successful in holding 

the line on property taxes and do 

as well in the face of substantial 

cuts in our state revenues? Town 

staff, Selectboard will begin to 

develop our Fiscal Year 2012 

budget. We are cautiously await-

ing the Governorõs proposals in 

January 2011, and will take any 

further steps to present a fiscally 

responsible budget at our June 

2011 Town Meeting.  
 

In closing, I would like to 

thank all employees. These 

outstanding public servants 

rise to whatever challenge 

awaits them, and handle all 

incidents in a professional, ef-

fective and courteous manner. 

We are fortunate to have a 

dedicated group of Town volun-

teers who serve the Fire De-

partment, Budget Committee, 

Planning Board, Board of Ap-

peals, Cemetery Committee 

and Community Development 

Revolving Loan Fund. We are 

on the right track, and if we all 

work together in Richmond 

there are nothing but great 

things ahead in 2011.

tion of your property for an approximate savings in taxes of $143.  The deadline for applying is 

April 1st.  You have to be a legal resident of Maine to apply, you have to have owned homestead 

property in Maine for at least the past 12 months and it must be your permanent place of resi-

dence and the only property for which your claiming.  Summer camps, vacation homes and 

second residences do not qualify .  To apply for a Veterans Exemption you must be 62 or 

older and a legal Maine resident.

The 

contractor, Time Warner Cable, 

has placed 1,600 feet of cable in 

the Pitts Center, New Road, Lin-

coln Street and Grindstone 

Crank area.  Residents in this 

target area will soon be con-

tacted by Time Warner when the 

new cable and internet services 

become available.  The project 

should be completed by Febru-

ary, 2011.  

Whatõs New? 

The Town has been awarded a 

$20,400.00 grant from the Mid-

coast Regional Weatherization 

and Energy Efficiency Initiative 

(MRWEEI) to do energy im-

provements to the town office.  

The energy conservation meas-

ures will include replacement of 

30 year old doors and windows; 

heating, ventilating and air con-

ditioning system; and hot water 

heaters.  These improvements 

will result in energy usage sav-

ings and fuel savings.

The District staff has begun the 

process of re-inspecting all of the 

homes that have previously had 

an illegal sewer connection.  

Anyone found to discharging 

clean water into the sewer main 

will be subject to a fine.  The cur-

rent fine is $300 per year for any 

illegal connection.  Because this 

procedure has not kept people 

from reconnecting to the sewer 

system, the Trustees are consid-

ering changing the annual $300 

fine a $300 quarterly fine.  The 

District will hold a Public Hear-

ing at 6:00 p.m. on January 25th 

at the Treatment Plant on 16 

Water Street to take comments 

on this matter.  

 

The office would like to take this 

opportunity to remind you that if 

you have not paid any past due 

water and/or sewer bills, or en-

tered into a payment agreement 

for the past due amount, by the 

end of January a disconnection 

notice will be sent out for the en-

tire past due balance at that 

time giving you 14 days to pay 

anything that is past due to 

avoid disconnection.  

be increasing in 2011.  The in-

crease will not go into effect until 

at least the July billing and at 

this time it appears that the 

sewer rates will need to go up at 

least 10% in order to cover ex-

penses.  Part of the need for the 

increase is the newest loan that 

was just taken on by the Sewer 

District.  We needed to borrow 

$536,000 from Rural Develop-

ment to pay for the sewer main 

work that was undertaken in 

2010.  Although this sounds like 

a large debt, it could have been 

much worse if it were not for 2 

grants that we received to go to-

wards this work.  The first was a 

Community Development Block 

Grant that was applied for, and 

received by, the Town on the Dis-

trictõs behalf.  This grant was in 

the amount of $500,000.  The 

second grant was from Rural De-

velopment.  This grant was in 

the amount of $440,000 and was 

received in conjunction with the 

loan that was just closed on.  So, 

although we just undertook a 

sizeable debt, the entire cost of 

the sewer projects totaled 

$1,436,000. 

You have 

probably al-

ready noticed 

that the water 

rates went up 

this quarter.  On November 22, 

2010 the District held a Public 

Hearing to discuss and hear 

comments on the water rate in-

crease.  Only 3 customers at-

tended the Hearing and, al-

though they were concerned with 

the rate increase, by the end of 

the meeting they all understood 

the need for an increase at this 

time.  On the enclosed bills, the 

only part of the bill that in-

creased this quarter is the Mini-

mum part of the bill.  That 

amount increased by 19.4%, go-

ing from $43.41 to $51.86 for all 

of the residential customers with 

5/8ó meters.  All other size me-

ters increased by the same per-

centage. The charge for the over-

age portion of your bill will in-

crease with the April 1 st billing.

Printouts are .25 per page and we 
only do black and white.

This is a great way 
for young mothers to meet, and 
the kids have a great time. This is 
the best day of the week for me. 
These children come in bright 
eyed and ready to learn.

So please come in and plop down 
by a nice sunny window with a 
book or your laptop and relax for a 
while.
